     In the period of 1808-1815, civil registration of births, marriages, and deaths was required in Nettlingen as well as in 

many other German villages.  The record books containing these data have been microfilmed by the Family History Center 

of the Church of the Latter Day Saints.  These microfilms are available for use by the public.  We have abstracted from the 

Nettlingen microfilm data that concerns persons carrying the Vornkahl surname.  The microfilm has three series, or books, 

of records.  The first series, which we arbitrarily call Part 1, is numbered from page 1 to page 427 and covers the years 1808-

1810.  The second series (Part 2) is numbered from 1 to 271 and covers 1811-1812, and the third series (Part 3) is numbered 

from 1 to 222 and includes data from 1812-1815.   

     The books (Parts) are numbered only on the right-hand page as the book is opened.  Consequently, to differentiate be-

tween the front of a page (numbered) and the back of a page (un-numbered), we add the letter “r” (r = recto) to the front 

and “v” (v = verso, or back of the page) to the back.  In the following source entries, a designation such as pt. 1/3r-3v 

means that the original source is found in Part 1 and is written on both the front and back of page 3. 

     The abstracts are listed in the order they appear on the microfilm and for the purposes of this book are further identified 

with a source number.  The date on the first line is the date the record was entered into the record book.  This date may be 

different from the date of the event being recorded.  In some entries, the information being recorded is from older record 

books.   The date of the actual event (birth, marriage, or death) being recorded is given behind the persons name in the ab-

stract.  If any person in the record is included in a Chart, the number of chart is shown in bold type (i.e., C1 = Chart 1).   

     There is duplication in this section of some information recorded in the above sources [001]–[2073].  The results in this 

section were obtained before sources [001]-[2073] became available to us.  We have retained these results because they pro-

vide an independent source of some data and because they also contain additional family information.

     The Vornekahl name appears on the pages of church records for Luttrum once in each of the 18th and 19th centuries.  
In 1701, Daniel Vornekahl of Luttrum married Ilse Burgdorff, daughter of Matthias Burgdorff.[2444][2732]  Two children 
were born to Daniel and, presumably Ilse (the name of the mother is not recorded).  A daughter, Maria Elisabeth, was 
born in 1705[2428] and a son, Hanβ Heinrich, was born in 1710.[2431]  We have found no further record of this family.      
     An account, reproduced below, describes the Kothsasshof Ass.-Nr. 11 in Luttrum and states that in 1811, Friedrich 
Vornkahl lived at Nr. 11 with his wife, two daughters, and a servant.  The house was destroyed by fire in 1818 but was 
soon rebuilt.  The short history does not name any subsequent residents at this home until 1888, at which time the owner

was Gottlieb Sackmann.  (Note below the birth of Heinrich Gottleib Sackmann in 1824[2747] who may or may not be the 
same person.)

Several of the main points of access to the Mississippi River were from the south via the 

port of New Orleans, from the east via the Ohio River, and from Chicago and the Great Lakes via the Illinois River.  Thus 

as settlement spread north along the river, this southeastern toe of Iowa was the first area of the state to be reached by the 

settlers.

[3243]  It is correct that this reads sows.  Male pigs (boars) were castrated to prevent the ugly taste that meat from adult 

boars may have.  The castrator who specialized on boars was also called "Berschneider (Ber- from Eber, i.e,. boar)."  There 

is, however, another term for pig castrator, namely, "Nonnenmacher (nun-maker)," indicating that he castrated female pigs. 

From the type of operation Nufer performed we may deduce that he was a Nonnenmacher rather than a Berschneider 

(both became homonymous family names). 

     The most important reason for the "Nonnenmacherei" was the common practice, until the 19th century, of forest graz-

ing or Hutung.  To prevent copulation of the female domestic pigs in the forest by "wild" boars, the domesticated sows 

were consistently castrated.  These castrated animals were referred to as "nuns," hence the title "nun maker."  The nun 

maker had to open the sow, take out the ovaries, and then sew up the wounds, exactly what Nufer did with his wife.  The 

sows commonly survived the operation and so did Nufer´s wife.

Endnotes to Enfeoffment Documents. 
 

[3260] The two documents shown in Appendix I are in the collection of the Hauptstaatsarchiv in Hannover where they are 

filed under the reference: Cal. Br., Nr. 801.  The documents appear to be hand-written copies of earlier records. 

[3261] The document is a mixture of High German and Lower German.  Hinrich says Ich (High German) instead of Ik 

(Lower German), but dusse instead of diese (vice versa).  Bekenne openbar is a common phrase in the older times (in legal 

documents).  Bekennen is used in the meaning of avow or confess rather than admit.  Openbar is offenbaren, i.e., disclose, 

make known to the public. 

[3262] Brief (Lower German breve) in this case is the letter of enfeoffment.  

[3263] Vulborde = old Lower Saxon term for consent. 

[3264] “sancte Gerdruten martern der hilligen jungfruwen.”  This refers to March 17th, St. Gertrudstag, which in many 

areas for a long time marked the start of garden and field work.  

[3265] sehl: = short for selig, in this context meaning deceased.  Probably derived from the view that he or she is now en-

joying the blessings (selig in another context = to be blessed) of heaven. 

[3266] “bekenne offentlich” is a common phrase in the older times (in legal documents).  Bekennen is used in the meaning 

of avow or confess rather than admit. 

[3267] Brief (brieffe) in this case is the letter of enfeoffment.  We still have the expression “mit Brief und Siegel” (with 

letter and seal) if we want to point out that something is absolutely true and warranted.  The letter seal authenticates the 

promises.

[3282] Herr (master) in this case indicates that Heinrich had a high social position, higher than Reverend, because he would 

have been mentioned as Reverend otherwise.  True, he had earned a doctoral degree.  As there are only 2 (Vornkahl ?) pas-

tors known in the Lutheran Churches of Hannover, Braunschweig and Schaumburg, Johannes Vornkalius must have been 

baptized as Johann Heinrich.  His son (Reverend) Heinrich must still have been rector in Elze.  Heinrich became pastor in 

Heyersum and Mahlerten in 1625. 

[3283] Gerechtigkeit: literally translates as justice.  In this case an old term for right(s) in particular regarding the portion of 

usufruct of the common land that is affiliated with the possession of the fief. 

[3284] Holtz, Holz, Holt: the literal translation would be wood, timber.  Here used as woodlands, forest, woods.  The 

rights, besides the cutting of timber may include the picking of berries and the collection of acorns and beachnuts to feed 

the pigs, etc. 

[3285] Wische, Wisch: Lower German for Wiese = meadow.  Often still found in village, street or place names. 

[3286] Gewehr: would commonly be translated as “rifle,” but that is not meant here.  The word derives from the Old High 

German word weri, which means fortification, defense, protection. 

[3287] This passage regards the obligation of a feudal overlord to defend his subjects before a foreign court.  The word 

Vogt derives from the Latin word ad(for)vocatus(speaker) and in the early days one of his duties was to take care of the 

rights of and to defend the subjects of his Lord before a foreign court.
